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LETTER FROM THE DIRECTOR

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

We are thankful to see the Lord doing wonderful things, both in the lives of our counselees and
through the counselors we have trained. We are offering counseling both in La Mesa and in Escondido.
God is working to deliver people from bondage to homosexuality, adultery, lying, theft, bitterness,
anger and depression. We are blessed to have several trainees working towards NANC certification.
We are planning training events for this spring and are excited to be having Lou Priolo, George
Scipione and Hywel Jones lined up as featured speakers for the Summer Institute in late June.

We do have some financial concerns, however. Our estimated total income for 2007 will be
approximately $120,000, for which we thank God. Our estimated total expenses are expected to total
about $160,000 which leaves us with a deficit of approximately $40,000 for the year. Don’t worry.
IBCD is not on the verge of shutting down. Most of this loss is being covered by savings from past
years. Some is being covered by Grace Bible Church which oversees IBCD. We are also hoping for
year end giving which might reduce the deficit. My concern is that we cannot continue to run such
a deficit in the long term. Would you be willing to consider increasing your regular commitment to
support IBCD’s training and counseling ministry or to offer a one time gift to help support this
ministry?   We are seeking to be good stewards of all that the Lord has given us and would be happy
to answer any questions you may have about the ministry of IBCD.
